The stage opens with ‘Seojanggu’; a drum dance characterized by meticulous
variation and outstanding rhythmic technique. Subsequently, Yeong Myeonghee
Style Wanwolyeonjeung’; an impromptu and creative Sasmjochum(a free-style dance)
derived from /jochum(basic dance), ‘Sangjumosimgisori(Rice Planting Song)’; one
of Menarifor/(Traditional music style of Gyeongsang Province), Hwaseonsirak’;
a Hallyangmu(Prodigal Man Dance) dancing to S/naw/ rhythm with fan, and
Namwongeommu’; a sword dance with so much history and tradition that was restored
through historical research of Master Jo Gapnyeo and Jeong Myounghee, who is a
president of Jo Gapnyeo's Traditional Dance Conservation Association.

This performance will give the audience an opportunity to experience the history and
tradition of Korean court dance through Gungjung Jeongjae(court song and dance).
Starting with Cheoyongrmu’; a UNESCO Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity, which is
derived from a legendary folk tale about a mythical character named Cheoyong from the
King Hyeongkang era in Silla dynasty, ‘Geormgimu’; a sword dance featuring the strong
spirits of the performers who make disciplined movements with a sword in each hand,
Musanhyang’, a rare solo dance piece among the Korean court dances performed on a
square table called Daemoban, Hyangbalimu'’; one of Hyangak Jeongiae(the court dance
performed to indigenous Korean music) created in early Joseon period, and Hangmu’; a
court dance, representing probity and longevity, that includes the spirit of coexistence and
harmony, will be on stage.
Lastly, Chunaengjeon’; a dance choreographing the beauty of a chirping nightingale on a
tree in early Spring, will drop the curtain.
