This performance presents special stages that blend Gayageum(zither), Byeongchang
(singing while playing an instrument), and 7ze44yeon(Korean martial art).
Starting with a gayageum solo ‘Seo Gongchul/ Style Gayageumsanyjo’; traditional
Korean music and songs, including ‘Gogocheonbyeon in Sugungga(song of the
unaerwater palace)’, which depicts the scene of a turtle, who came up to land for the
first time, marveling at the beautiful scenery, and Baennorae(boat song)’, a gayageum
quartet inspired by the folk song Baennorae from Gyeongsang-do will follow. Then,
the performance moves to ocean-theme stages, including Under the Sea + A-pop
Medley: Love Always Runs Away(Lim Young Woong) & Fate(Yi Sun Hee), Arirang
Cycle’, a collection of popular arirang songs; and #/sherman's Song’, a neo-folk song
that arranges Dongsangpuri(quadruple;4/4) folk tune into byeongchang; and Pulse(fF)
of the Gayageum Quarfet’, inspired by dancing ocean waves. Enjoy the story of the
ocean, where tradition and modernity, music and dance come together in this traditional
music-song-dance performance.

Performance Description

This performance highlights key scenes of Yang/s Byeolsandaenor/(Korea's traditional
mask drama) with narration to aid audience understanding.

The stage opens with the Gwa/ang(Act) 2 Omyung & Sang/wa, one of the representative
Yangju Byeolsandae dances that Sang/wa(head monk) teases Omyjung(apostate
monk), by stealing his belongings and mocking him. Eventually, omyung takes revenge
by hitting sang/wa. Triumphantly, he performs Geodeureumchum (haughty dance) and
Akaekkichum(suggestive dance), and exits.

Next, the Gwajang(Act) 7 Gyeong(Scene) 2 Podobujangrori’, a scene satirizes an aspect
of corrupted power through Podobuiang(public officer), who falls in love with Saesnrmim(a
corrupted, powerless old aristocrat)'s young mistress Somw, and forcibly takes her away
from saesnim.

The stage closes with, the Gwajang(Act) 5 Gyeong(Scene) 3 Aesadang Beopgornorr’, a
piece that depicts the joys and grief of the low classes and the corruption of the society
through the slave trade. In addition, Wae/angnyeo's Baekkobchum (belly dance of tavern
owner) expresses the joys, anger, sorrow, and happiness of life.

This performance is a reply song from the Korean Traditional Music Orchestra of the
Blind, cherished by King Seg/ong the Great, to its founder. The endless passion and
research spirit of the orchestra, which covers from traditional to creative music using Al,
will reflect the value of King Se/ong, who loved his people.

Starting with #wolobongao(sun, moon, and five peaks)’, which reflects Joseon'’s cosmology
and the ideal of royal authority; Yeochang Gagok Pyeonsudaeyeop Moraneun(peony
blossom /s)’, which portrays the transience of human life through the glamorous elegance
of the peony; ‘7eaching Braie in SongAm Park Doo-Sung's Story’, which illustrates the
historic scene of educating blind people and communicating with them; Song Created by A/
Ssanggeomdaemu’ , which created with the combination of Al analysis and creativity of the
musicians; and ‘Yorngbreocheonga(song of the aragon fying fo heavern)’, a song that praises
Joseon's founding principle and legitimacy, will follow. The stage ends with Percussion
Ensemble Cheoryiin’, which reflects the harmony between sky, land, and humanity.
